Historic Tax Relief
For Georgians

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Affordability

We passed Senate Bill 476 which simplifies the tax code and makes life more affordable for the
vast majority of Georgians. This is the definition of a kitchen-table issue. Families and small
businesses know best how to manage their own budgets, and they are the ones who enable us
to come to the Capitol every day to fight on their behalf. Our job is to be responsible stewards
of taxpayer dollars, and these bills do exactly that by providing relief while safeguarding the
state’s financial future. For a family making $100,000 per year, this puts over $5,000 back into
their wallets!

Senate Bill 477 builds on that commitment by setting the income tax rate at 4.99% and
creating a clear path to lower the personal rate to 4.49% in 2027 and 3.99% in 2028, subject
to a revenue trigger. The measure also raises the standard deduction to $16,000 for single filers
and $32,000 for married couples while retaining the 4.99% corporate rate.

These bills take a targeted approach to addressing affordability challenges facing Georgians
while maintaining the state’s strong fiscal position. Georgia’s adherence to responsible



budgeting has contributed to its financial stability and will support its continued growth in the
years ahead.
